Frequently Asked Questions
What is The Jacaranda Center for Family and Youth Development?
The Mission of The Jacaranda Center is to strengthen the family by equipping parents and adults to intentionally support and empower youth to make a difference in the world.  
Why a mission trip to Zambia, Southern Africa?

The goal of this trip is:
· To bring a message of faith, love and hope to orphans and families who have been devastated by the effects of HIV/AIDS.  
· To deliver $50,000 to support the Bwembya Village Community Center Project.   This project consists of the development of a school, community center and feeding project for AIDS orphans and families living in poverty in the rural village of Bwembya in the town of Kasama, Zambia.

· To network with family and youth organizations in Zambia to strengthen the relationships between Zambian and American youth and families.   

When will the trip take place?

This two week trip to Zambia will take place between June 18 and July 3, 2010.
How large will the mission team be?

A team of ten adults and ten youth will be traveling to Zambia. 
What will the team do in Zambia?
Each member of the team brings their own unique gift to the mission.  The preachers on the team will have the opportunity to deliver the message of salvation and hope, while the teachers in the team will conduct training workshops on a number of topics including Abstinence, Developmental Assets and spiritual dance.  The youth will partner with Zambian peers in assisting with Vacation Bible School and participating in youth forums about youth empowerment and positive choices.   The entire team will spend several days working on the construction site of the Bwembya Village Community Center Project.   
How much does it cost?

The trip will cost about $3626 per person ($4000 rounded).  Between $2626 - $3993.38 with taxes for airfare and an additional $1000 per person for local travel and housing in Zambia. 

How will the money that is raised be used?

$50,000 will support the Bwembya Village Community Center Project, which is developing a school, community center and feeding project for orphans and families devastated by the AIDS in Bwembya village in Kasama, Zambia. Some funds will also be used to support the team of adults and youth who will travel to Zambia in June 2010 to work on the project.
